What a joy it is to minister to and serve these children at our
church. A permanent facility will provide classroom space for these children, nurseries for babies, and space for our

A permanent facility will enable us to provide a safe, child-friendly environment for our children to build
relationships and grow in their faith. It will also enable us to provide child care for events such as Women's Bible

Study, Vacation Bible School, Community Groups and more!

By the year 2011, over 80 children at our church will be teenagers. How exciting to know that we have a chance to
make a Kingdom impact in their lives! A permanent facility will provide a place for them to bring their friends to

Sunday school, youth group and worship on Sundays and throughout the week.

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Our goal is to raise $12 million to complete the construction debt free. This will require sacrificial participation
from each one of us. We are asking everyone in the Christ the King family to make such a gift over and above their
regular tithe to the operating budget of the church.
